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Looking Back, 
Thinking Ahead

It has been an exciting year of 
celebrating the rich heritage of Baptist 
Temple while, at the same time, our 
church enjoys revival. In 2011 we 
baptized 23 people and added many 
more new members. These new peo-
ple have come to us through a variety 
of ministries including our clothing 
ministry, ceramics and charter school. 
Our existing ministries continue to 
flourish even as we add new ways to 
show God's love to our community. 
Here are some of the highlights: 
• Our After School Club began in 
January with 30 children. We are not a 
baby-sitting service. We offer Bible 
stories, crafts, Spanish club, recreation 
and more through paid staff and vol-
unteers. This Fall we doubled in size. 
• Paladin Martial Arts karate began 
with 19 last summer and grew to 70 in 
its first year. We offer classes for pre-
schoolers, children and adults now. 
• Highland Park Gifted and Tal-
ented Academy celebrated its opening 
with a ribbon cutting ceremony that 
included council woman Jennifer 
Ramos. In its second year, HPGTA 
continues to develop on schedule and 
demonstrates excellence in education. 
• Our second summer day camp not 
only doubled in numbers but also 
achieved a higher level of excellence. 
Community businesses contributed 
$1,300 in cash and more in services. 
Home Depot gave two workshops, 
First Tee provided golf lessons, the 
SAPD gave a presentation, and the 
White family provided a ceramics 
workshop. We produced a musical, 
held sports workshops, and more. The 
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high point was when our day camp 
kids sang the national anthem at a 
Silver Stars game. 
• Our internship program also 
grew. The CBF provided us with three 
summer interns this year and Baylor 
with one more. Currently, Joe Guinn 
is serving an internship at BT. 
• As our ministries continued to 
grow we decided to put our “Annex” 
building back in service. It once was a 
grocery store owned by Max Brunne-
mann's father and purchased by BT in 
the 80's. After years of noble service, 
it fell into disrepair and became a gi-
ant closet. Volunteers from BT and 
other churches used over $12,000 in 
donations to recover this valuable 
ministry space. It now houses our 
clothing ministry. It has been named 
the Brunnemann Building in honor of 
Max Brunnemann who is not only one 
of our longest living members but, 
also, instrumental in the most produc-
tive years of ministry at BT. The rib-
bon cutting ceremony included repre-
sentatives from the San Antonio Bap-

tist Association, Texas Baptists, Co-
operative Baptist Fellowship, Bexar 
County, and many of our local minis-
try partners. 
• On Fathers Day Ken Starr, presi-
dent of Baylor, preached at BT. It was 
a special honor that was celebrated by 
alumni as well as current and future 
students. 
• Our long history of ministry to 
the Rosemont Apartments was en-
hanced through a partnership with 
Boy with a Ball and Literacy San An-
tonio. We helped BWAB conduct a 
summer reading program and hosted 
the National Night Out. 
• The success of our thrift shop led 
to the renovation of the Brunnemann 
Building and provided 2,353 boxes of 
groceries for 9,158 people plus nearly 
100 backpack weekend meals for chil-
dren. Additionally, the summer feed-
ing program served 2,562 free meals 
to children. 

This year will be an even greater 
year for ministry. It is my hope to
